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A Report from the 210
th

 Session 

of the New York Conference. 
 
Annual Conference was held on June 10-13 at Hofstra 
University in Hempstead, NY.  The theme was: For 
Such a Time as This; A Beloved Community of Hope. 
  
 
Wednesdayôs Laity session featured Dr. Kwasi Kena, 
Director of Evangelism Ministries GBOD  who 
presented a dynamic and energizing presentation on 
ñ21

st
 Century Evangelismò and ñDiscipleship a Journey 

with Many Storiesò  During the opening worship 
Wednesday evening the message was presented by 
Bishop Jeremiah Park whose theme reminded us that 
ñIn such a time as thisé We are a beloved community 
of hope. 
 
Thursdayôs activities included a memorial service for 
clergy, clergy spouses and children as well as lay 
members who have died since last Annual 
Conference.  This year, the memorial service had 
special meaning when Reese Griffin (Our former 
pastor) was remembered. Mr. Ernest Swiggett 
presented the message in what was without a doubt 
one of the highlights of the Conference. 
 
Later, the Corporate Session included reports from 
the Board of Trustees, Finance and Administration, 
and Board of Pensions.  During the afternoon, all 
delegates were divided among 7 legislative sections 
(previously selected by each delegate) to discuss and 
vote on the many petitions submitted to Annual 
Conference by individual local churches or 
committees associated with New York Annual 
Conference. 
 
There were many proposals and all but a few were 
resolved in committee and therefore, did not require 
debate by the entire Conference.   
 
During the evening, there was a Festival of Ministry, 
displaying the many ways and places that our church 
is in ministry throughout the world.  Cokesbury, our 
Methodist Publishing house, had many books, study 
guides, etc. for sale.  That same evening the Passing 
the Mantle of Ministry Service was held. The service 
honored those who are retiring from active ministry 
and commissioning those who are taking on new roles 

roles of active service.  Following the recognition of 
retirees, new Licensed Local Pastors were recognized 
as they begin their journey toward ordination. The 
Thursday evening activities ended with the 
commissioning of new Probationary Elders. The 
message of the evening was presented by our retiring 
District Superintendent George Engelhardt. He spoke 
on the Gospel story of the ñGood Samaritanò.  
 
Friday morningôs session included reports from many 
groups within the Annual Conference including:  Lay 

Leaders, Bishopsô Cabinet, Black College Fund, and 
Frontier Foundation.  The rest of Friday morning and 
afternoon was taken up with various committee 
reports.  
 
During Friday evening we heard more committee 
reports and voted on reports of the Legislative 
Committees. The evening session included the 
awarding of several scholarships. During the 
afternoon a presentation entitled ñThe Beloved 
Community Speaksò was offered. It was a 
presentation in which people talked about several 
aspects of homosexuality. Those in attendance were 
then asked to breakup into groups and consider 
several questions that dealt with the topic and the 
Church. Discussion followed. Lois and I were 
pleasantly surprised by the tone of the discussions. 
Much of the anger present in past discussions 
seemed to be absent. That gave us great hope. 
 
Saturday was quite a day. Then like last year, there 
were two great high points: In the morning the arena 
floor was filled with United Methodist Lay Speakers.  
There was a presentation of Mission Celebration lead 
by Rev. Joseph Ewoodzie. Several checks were 
presented to various mission ministries. Following the 
ñMission Celebrationò Rev. Dr. Kwasi Kena addressed 
the Lay Speakers. Dr. Kena and Bishop Park offered a 
challenge to the laity, challenging them to take an 
aggressive role in outreach programs throughout the 
Conference. 
 
In the afternoon the ordination service began this year 
saw 9 Elders Ordained.
